Stateof AndhraPradeshhadagreed to spare5 TMC eachfrom their respective
sharesof Krishnawatersto meet the requirementsof MadrasCityWatersupply.

×On14-04-1976, the three KrishnabasinStatesof Maharashtra,Karnatakaand
the erstwhile combinedStateof AndhraPradesh had agreed to spare5 TMC
eachfrom their respectivesharesof Krishnawatersto meet the requirementsof
MadrasCityWatersupply.

× A meeting Convened by the Union Minister of
Agriculture& Irrigation on 27-10-1977 and attended by representativesof all
the four states,it wasagreedthat the Govt. of TamilNadushallbe permitted to
draw not more than 15 TMCin a WaterYearfrom SrisailamReservoirduringthe
periodfrom 1st Julyto 31st Octoberthroughanopenlinedchannel.
